Service Contract

This contract is entered by the following two parties:

1. Party A:

2. Party B: Beijing Carecome Consult Co., Ltd.

Whereas:

1. Party B established and is now operating www.365f.com, through which Party B provides professional service of furniture information for its users; and

2. Party A agrees to buy the professional service from Party B based on this contract.

So that both parties reach the agreement as follows:

Article 1- Rights and obligations of Party A

1.  Party A obtains the senior membership as well as the User ID and Password provided by Party B and enjoys the following rights after paying Party B the service fees as required by this contract:

　　1) On-line service exclusively for senior members regarding assorted information, e.g. international furniture information, market movement, quotes, and predictions, basics of corporations, etc;

2) On-line release of buy and sell information;

3) Entrust Party B to announce big events or important activities.  However, Party B reserves the right to select and edit the announcement;

4) The basic information of Party A is entered into the data system and published for free;

5) E-mail subscription service.

2.  According to this contract, Party A shall assume the obligations as following:

　　1) Party A promises that the User ID and Password provided by Party B are solely used by Party A.  Party A shall keep the User ID and Password confidential and notify immediately Party B of any unauthorized use of the Password or User ID or any other breach of security.  Party B shall cancel the Password and re-assign a new Password to Party A;

　　2) Party A shall be fully responsible for all activities that occur under its User ID and Password.  Party A shall not release any malicious, inaccurate, or ambiguous contents;

　　3) Party A shall indemnify the loss suffered by Party B due to Party A’s violation of obligations specified above in 1) and 2), and assume the legal responsibilities thereof.

3.  The service enjoyed by Party A does not include product advertisement and E-commerce service.

Article 2 - Rights and obligations of Party B

1.  According to this contract, Party B shall enjoy the rights as following:

1) Party B shall get the subscription fee paid by Party A based on Article 3;

2) Party B reserves the copyright and the intellectual property right of the information that Party B provides Party A based on this contract.  Any party shall not copy, post, sell, publish, broadcast, or transmit such information without Party B’s prior approval in writing;

2.  According to this contract, Party B shall assume the obligations as following:

1) To provide high quality service of industry information to Party A in time;

2) To appoint qualified staff to communicate and coordinate regularly with Party A to better understand Party B’s need and perform its own obligations under this contract.

Article 3 – Subscription fee

1. The least period of this contract is one year.  Less than one year shall be deemed as one year.  The service can be subscribed for several years at one time;

2. The subscription fee is US$ 350 or EURO 300.00 annually;

3. The terms of payment can be cash, check, remittance, or T/T;

4. Party B is not obliged to implement this contract unless Party B receives the amount of subscription fee as required in this contract from Party A.

Article 4 – Force Majeure

1. “Force Majeure” refers to forces or causes beyond the reasonable control of either party, unpredictable events, or unavoidable events even if predictable, which affect, delay, or impede the performance of all or part of the obligations under this contract.  They include but are not limited to earthquakes, hurricanes, floods, fires, or other natural disasters, wars, riots, strikes, or other major upheaval.

2. The party experiencing the difficulty shall give the other prompt notice in the most possible way. The full details of the difficulty and the cause relied upon for non-performance, partial non-performance, or delayed performance of the obligations shall be provided along with evidences within 15 days after the occurrence of the difficulty.  Both parties shall then discuss whether the performance of this contract will be postponed or terminated.

Article 5 – Applicable Laws and Settlement of disputes

1. The establishment, validity, interpretation, implementation, and settlement of disputes of this contract are subject to the Chinese laws and jurisdiction.

2. All disputes arising from or in connection with this contract shall be settled through friendly negotiations.  In case of no settlement can be reached, any party has the right to sue at the court with jurisdiction.

3. According to the Chinese relevant laws, any articles of this contract ruled invalid by the court have no effects on the validity and continuing implementation of the rest articles of the contract.  

Article 6 – Other stipulations

1. Any rights and obligations of either party based on this contract shall not be transferred to others without the written approval of the other party.  The inheritors and the approved transferees shall also abide by this contract.

2. Any notice in connection with this contract shall be made in writing, and sent by person, fax, telex, or mail.  Notice sent by person shall be deemed delivered if it reaches the legal address of the other party.  Notice by fax shall be deemed delivered as of the next day after faxing.  Notice by telex shall be deemed delivered after the sender receives the responding code.  Notice by mail shall be deemed delivered as of the third working day after mailing.

3. This contract comes into effect when it is signed by authorized representatives of both parties and sealed by both parties.  It shall be invalid when Party B fulfills all the obligations under this contract.

4. Anything not covered by this contract shall be negotiated friendly between the two parties.  Any amendments agreed by both parties shall be made in written documents.  Any party that wants to terminate this contract at any time shall give the other party written notice at least one month in advance.
